The regular meeting of the State Board of Elections was called to order via videoconference
at 10:30 a.m. with all Members present. Chairman Schneider, Vice Chairman Rednour and
Members Keith, Smart and Walters were present in Springfield and Members Brady, McGuffage and
Porter were present in Chicago.

The Chairman opened the meeting by leading everyonein the pledge of allegiance.

The minutes from the February 23 meeting were presented with revisions as noted. Member
Smart moved to approve the minutes as submitted. Vice Chairman Rednour seconded the motion
which passed unanimously.

The General Counsel presented SBE v. Citizens to Elect Judge Raymond W. Mitchell,
22125, 10AP061which was an appeal of campaign disclosure fines carried over from the February
meeting. Without objection the appeal was moved to the April Board meeting agenda at the request
of counsel for the respondent.

The Chairman presented the following appeals of campaign disclosure fines that the hearing
officer recommended be granted for agenda items 2.a.2-5: 2) SBE v. Citizens for Bassi, 11481,
10AP037; 3) SBE v. Committee to Elect Judge John C. Griffin, 22187, 10AP064; 4) SBE v. Citizens
for James Michael Bailey, 22332, 10AP071; and 5) SBE v. Friends of Terry MacCarthy, 22588,
10AP085. The General Counsel concurred with the recommendation of the hearing officer in all
these cases and no one was present for any of the respondent committees in these matters.
Member Smart moved to grant the appeals for agenda items 2.a.2-5 with Member Keith’s
amendment that the reports recommended to be filed by the hearing officer and General Counsel be
filed on or before the close of business April 29, 2011. Member Keith seconded the motion which
passed by roll call vote of 80.

The payment of civil penalties listing was presented for informational purposes.
Vice Chairman Rednour moved to recess into executive session to consider complaints

following closed hearing, imminent litigation and personnel matters. Member Walters seconded the
motion which passed unanimously. The meeting recessed at 10:40 a.m. and reconvened at 1:46
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p.m. Upon reconvening, a second roll call was taken with all Members present as noted in the first
roll call.

Member McGuffage moved that the Board consult with the Attorney General and authorize
the retention of outside counsel within the parameters of the present budget, for representation
associated with the imminent litigation as discussed in executive session. The Vice Chairman
seconded the motion which passed by roll call vote of 5-3 with Vice Chairman Rednour and
Members Keith and Porter voting in the negative.

Member Keith moved to direct staff to take steps necessary to request an appropriation from
the General Assembly of an additional one million dollars for litigation expenses during calendar
year 2010. Vice Chairman seconded the motion which failed by roll call vote of 1-7 with all Members
voting in the negative except for Mr. Keith.

As to case number 11CD0O3, lllinois Campaign for Political Reform, Morrison and Canary v.
For a Better Chicago, Member Keith moved to find that the matter was not filed on justifiable
grounds and not proceed to a public hearing. Vice Chairman seconded the motion which passed by
roll call vote of 6-2 with Vice Chairman Rednour and Member Walters voting in the negative.

Asto case number 11CD004, Lifsics v. Concerned Citizens of the 50th Ward, Member Keith
moved to grant the motion by the complainant to amend their complaint to conform to the evidence
presented in the closed preliminary hearing. Vice Chairman seconded the motion which passed by
roll call vote of 8-0.

Also concerning case number 717CD004, Lifsics v. Concerned Citizens of the 50th Ward,
Member Keith moved to find that the complaint was filed upon justifiable grounds as to all matters
except those relating to a separate bank account and use of a money order as payment of expenses
and proceed to a public hearing on those matters as specified in the recommendation received from
the General Counsel. Vice Chairman Rednour seconded the motion which passed by roll call vote
of 8-0.

As to case number 11CD00S5, Hammondyv. Save 5 Acres, Member Keith moved to find that
the complaint was filed on justifiable grounds and the matter proceed to a public hearing. Vice
Chairman Rednour seconded the motion which passed by roll call vote d 8-0.

As to case number 11CD006, Schueppert v. Save § Acres, et al., Member Keith moved to
find that the complaint was filed on justifiable grounds and the matter proceed to a public hearing.
Vice Chairman seconded the motion which passed by roll call vote of 7-1 with Member Brady voting
in the negative.

Member Keith moved to direct staff to take the steps necessary to assign the public hearings
for case numbers 11CD005 and 11CD006 to the same hearing officer. Vice Chairman Rednour
seconded the motion which passed by roll call vote of 80.

As to case number 171CD007, Zurek vs. Your Village Your Voice & Friends of Barrett
Pedersen, Member Keith moved to find that the complaint was filed on justifiable grounds, that there
is no need for a public hearing but such finding be posted on the website in accordance with the
new statute and that there was no justifiable grounds on the issues relative to the attribution of
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source of payment on the yard signs. Vice Chairman Rednour seconded the motion which passed
by roll call vote of 7-1 with Mr. Walters voting in the negative.

Without objection it was agreed to continue the Consideration of proposed rule concerning
the electronic filing defense to the April Board Meeting Agenda to all adequate time to review the
rule and submit comments and questions to the General Counsel and Director of Campaign
Disclosure.

The Executive Director began his Report with an update on the February 23, 2011
Consolidated Election. Mr. Borgsmiller indicated the election went very well and very few calls were
received by staff. As far asthe precinct reporting update, Dianne Felts indicated the only jurisdiction
where results were reported after 2:00 a.m. was the city of Chicago. Out of thirteen precincts, nine
of those had corrupted data packs and three had issues with the DRE chip. Oneprecinct arrived
prior to 2:00 a.m. but was not reported until after that due to adata processing issue.

Mr. Borgsmiller presented a listing of election day staff assignments for the April 5, 2011
Consolidate Election and said both offices would be covered for that day. A request had been
received today from St. Clair County requesting staff presence in their jurisdiction and Mark
Mossman was in the process of following up on the request. It was noted that the election judge
training schools conducted by staff throughout the State were well attended and are worthwhile
project.

Mr. Borgsmiller gave an update on the federal consent decree which required the SBE to
conduct an investigation as to why UOCAVA voters in several counties were not provided their
ballots in a timely manner. The thirty nine jurisdictions that did not get their ballots out in a timely
fashion were contacted and Bernadette Harrington prepared and drafted the response. Mr.
Borgsmiller commended Ms. Harrington for a job well done and her efforts in contacting the
jurisdictions that did not respond right away. The report was filed and at this time the SBE has not
received any feedback from the Attorney General’s office or the Department of Justice. It was
determined that one of the main reasons the ballots were not sent on time is because the deadline
fell on a Saturday so many jurisdictions mailed them on Monday. In the future, we are going to send
out reminder e-mails to the election authorities regarding the deadlines and advising them to mail
out the ballots on Friday if the deadline falls on a Saturday when their offices will be closed. Without
objection, the Board directed Mr. Borgsmiller to transmit the investigative report (minus the
appendix) to all election authorities for informational purposes.

Cris Cray gave a legislative updated and indicated that 167 election bills were introduced
and that the legislature was currently on spring break. Mr. Borgsmiller testified at the Senate
Appropriations Committee regarding the SBE’s budget request for FY12. Several questions
regarding the $3.5 million that had been requested from Cook County to develop a new voter
registration system were asked. Senator Rezin complimented the SBE staff for their timeliness and
indicated that when people call the SBE they actually talked to staff. Ms. Cray also noted that
Senator Dillard introduced another bill that would require candidates to submit their tax returns to the
SBE for posting purposes, and has asked the SBE for input on drafting an amendment for the veto
session. She thanked Steve Sandvoss, Kyle Thomas and Ken Menzel for their assistance in
commenting on the various election bills as they came through.

The IVRS update was presented for informational purposes and it was noted that it was back
on a downward trend.
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Mr. Borgsmiller reminded the Board that a Special Meeting was needed in early May to
certify the canvass forthe Fox Waterway Agency Directors (Lake and McHenry Counties). It was
agreed that the special Board meeting will be held on Friday, May 6 at 9:00 a.m. in Chicago and
Springfield via videoconference. Another special meeting was also scheduled for Thursday, March
31 at 3:00 p.m. to consider any complaints following closed hearing that might be filed prior to that
day. Member Keith moved to direct staff to publish on the SBE website and any other appropriate
manner that any complaints filed subsequent to 12:00 p.m. on March 25 will not be heard until the
April meeting after the Consolidated Election on April 5. Member Smart seconded the motion which
passed unanimously.

Mr. Borgsmiller informed the Board that the SBE was considering the use of social
networking sites, such as Facebook and Twitter, to disseminate information to the public.
Discussion ensued as to the pro’s and con’s of use of the sites and it was determined that staff
would continue to research the project.

Penalty assessments was next on the agenda and Sharon Steward noted that she prepared
a memo that was included in the Board packet regarding penalty assessments under the new law.
She reviewed the suggested assessments for A-1, quarterly, B-1 and D-1 violations and the
expiration of assessments. It was suggested that staff draw up guidelines as to determining when
an appeal should be granted or denied and discussion ensued concerning the language. Staff was
directed to proceed as outlined in the memo for assessments related to A1 violations.

Mr. Borgsmiller gave a brief update on the Request for Information for VOSS and said that
Rick Fulle was scheduled to meet with the Chief Fiscal Officer to discuss the items that should be
included in the Request.

The lump sum update was presented and it was noted that figures for election judge
reimbursement from the February Consolidated Primary Election had been compiled. Mr.
Borgsmiller indicated that election judge reimbursement from the April Election should be covered
as well.

The fiscal status reports and two year plan of staff activity were presented for informational
purposes.

With there being no further business before the Board, Vice Chairman Rednour moved to
adjourn until March 31, 2011 at 3:00 p.m. in Chicago and Springfield via videoconference or the call
of the Chairman, whichever occurs first. Member Smart seconded the motion which passed
unanimously. The meeting adjourned at 2:40 p.m.

In the matter of Coleman v. Monaghan, el al., 11CD08, the complaint had been
withdrawn and therefore no further action was necessary.

As to the matter of Brown-Marino v. Broadview United, 11CD010, the failure of the
Respondent to list the slate of candidates on its Statement of Organization is moot, given the
amendment to such Statement by the Respondent. Member Keith moved to adopt the Hearing
Officer’s and General Counsel’s recommendations that the complaint was filed on justifiable
grounds, respondent be given until April 15" to file the 2010 December Semi-annual Report
and to refer such Report to staff for assessment of appropriate civil penalties and no public

hearing is required. Mr. Smart seconded the motion which passed unanimously by roll call
vote.

As to the matter of Brown-Marino v. New Broadview Tea Party, 11CD011, Mr. Keith
moved to adopt the Hearing Officer’'s and General Counsel’s recommendation that the
complaint was filed on justifiable grounds; respondent must file all necessary amendments to
existing reports and must file the 2010 Semi-annual Report by April 15, 2011 and such Report
be referred to staff for assessment of appropriate civil penalty; and no audit or public hearing is
required. Mr. Smart seconded the motion which passed unanimously by roll call vote.

As to the matter of Brown-Marino v. Friends of Sherman C. Jones, 11CD012, Mr. Keith
moved to adopt the Hearing Officer's and General Counsel’s recommendations that the matter
has been filed on justifiable grounds except as to Counts 2 and 3; the committee must file the
2010 December Semi-annual Report and all necessary amendments to existing reports by April
15, 2011; and such Report be referred to staff for assessment of appropriate civil penalty. No
public hearing or audit is necessary. Mr. Smart seconded the motion which passed
unanimously by roll call vote.

As to Vaisrub v. Phelan, 11CD013, Mr. Smart moved to accept the parties’ settlement
agreement and Mr. Porter seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously by roll call
vote.

Appeal of Civil Penalty Assessment for Delinquently Filing
A Schedule A-1 for the 2010 General Primary

The Committee received a contribution from Nancy Mitchell on 1/16/10 for $5,000 and an in-
kind contribution from Chicago Federation of Labor on 1/27/10 for $1,443.99, but failed to list
them on a Schedule A-1, resulting in a civil penalty of $6,443.99.

Bridget Mitchell, the treasurer of the committee, appeared on 1/4/11 for the appeal hearing.

Bridget Mitchell indicated Citizens to Elect Judge Raymond W. Mitchell filed a Schedule A-1 on
1/17/10 reflecting a loan from Nancy L. Mitchell. The loan was received on 1/16/10 and was for
the amount of $5,000. When this particular transaction was electronically entered an endorser
was included so that on the semi-annual report it appeared as if the committee gave themselves a
$5,000 loan. The committee amended the semi-annual report on 11/18/10 and removed the
endorser for this transaction. The amended semi-annual report now reflects that Nancy L.
Mitchell gave a loan on 1/16/10 for $5,000 as the Schedule A-1 filed on 1/17/10 had reflected.
As for the Chicago Federation of Labor in-kind contribution for $1,443.99 the Chicago
Federation of Labor erroneously gave the committee an in-kind notification of a 1/27/10 in-kind
on 7/12/10. The committee had no knowledge of this in-kind but upon receiving the in-kind
notification form they included the in-kind as being received on 1/27/10 the date listed on the in-
kind notification. The committee filed a semi-annual report on 7/16/10 at 1:56 PM indicating the
receipt of the in-kind as such. The committee was then made aware that the in-kind notification
was sent in error and Bridget Mitchell amended the semi-annual report removing the in-kind
contribution from the Chicago Federation of Labor on 7/16/10 at 2:30 PM.

I recommend the appeal be granted. The committee filed a Schedule A-1 for the Nancy L.
Mitchell $5,000 loan and the committee did not receive an in-kind contribution from the Chicago
Federation of Labor for $1,443.99 as per the Chicago Federations letter dated 7/14/10 that was




provided with the appeal affidavit. In addition, the committee filed amended June 2010 semi-
annual reports on 7/16/10 and 11/18/10, reflecting this information. (As of 12/31/10, this
committee reported a funds available balance of $466.51.)

STATEMENT IN SUPPORT OF APPEAL AFFIDAVIT

1) On January 16, 2010 Nancy L. Mitchell made a loan in the amount of $5,000.00 to
the Citizens to Elect Judge Raymond W. Mitchell Committee. On January 17, 2010, an A-
1 was timely filed with the Illinois State Board of Elections reflecting Nancy L. Mitchell’s
January 16, 2010 loan of $5,000.00. (See Group Exhibit 1 attached) The Illinois State
Board of Elections acknowledged this filing and e-mailed an Illinois Political Financial
Disclosure Filing Acknowledgement of the January 17, 2010 filing. (See Group Exhibit 1
attached) On July 16, 2010 a D-2 and an amended D-2 were filed which reflected Nancy
L. Mitchell’s January 16, 2010 loan of $5,000.00. ('See Group Exhibits #3 and #5) With
regard to the Receipt entry for the $5,000.00 loan, the Committee mistakenly completed the
Endorser field which was a field the Committee was not required to complete. (The
Endorse field noted that the Committee endorsed the $5,000.00 check from Nancy L.
Mitchell.)

On November 18, 2010, the Committee treasurer, Bridget A. Mitchell, discussed

the Board of Election’s November 9, 2010 letter with Board of Election’s employee,
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Clinton Jenkins. At that time, Clinton Jenkins indicated that the D-2 report he was
reviewing indicated that on January 16, 2010 the Committee had loaned itself $5,000.00
rather than reflecting Nancy L. Mitchell’s loan to the Committee. The Committee treasurer
told Clinton Jenkins that with regard to the Receipt entry for Nancy L. Mitchell’s $5,000.00
loan, the Endorser field was completed on the D-2s. Mr. Jenkins stated that the Committee
was not required to complete the Endorser field and should file an Amended D-2 deleting
the Endorser information. At that time, on November 18, 2010 the Committee filed an
Amended D-2 that reflected the $5,000.00 loan made by Nancy L. Mitchell and deleted the
previously completed Endorser field; properly leaving the Endorser field blank. (In
addition, Clinton Jenkins said that the Committee no longer needed to address the Illinois
State Board of Elections claim that the Committee failed to timely file a Schedule A-1 for
Nancy L. Mitchell’s January 16, 2010 $12.000.00 loan.) The November 18, 2010
Amended D2 accurately reflects Nancy L. Mitchell’s January 16, 2010 loan of $5,000.00
that was timely reported on the January 17, 2010 Schedule A-1.

2) On July 12, 2010 Bridget A. Mitchell, the treasurer of the Committee, received
notice from the Chicago Federation of Labor of an alleged in-kind January 27, 2010
contribution in the amount of $1,443.99. This was the only notice received by the
Committee of the alleged January 27, 2010 in-kind contribution made by the Chicago
Federation of Labor. (See Group Exhibit 2 attached) On July 16, 2010 at 1:56:30 p.m. the
Committee filed its D-2 Semi-Annual Report and reported the alleged January 27, 2010 in-
kind contribution made by the Chicago Federation of Labor. This filing was acknowledged
by the Illinois State Board of Elections when the Board e-mailed an Illinois Political
Financial Disclosure Filing Acknowledgement on July 16, 2010. (See Group Exhibit 3

attached)
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On July 16, 2010 at 2:15 p.m., Bridget A. Mitchell, the treasurer of Committee,
received a fax transmittal from the Chicago Federation of Labor indicating that the in-kind
contribution notification of the alleged January 27, 2010 in-kind contribution in the amount
of $1,443.99 was sent in error. (See Group Exhibit 4 attached) While the Chicago
Federation of Labor fax transmittal was dated July 14, 2010, July 16, 2010 was the actual
date the fax was transmitted and is noted at the top of the fax transmittal page. At that
time, Bridget A. Mitchell phoned the Illinois State Board of Elections to determine how to
correct the D-2 Semi-Annual Report filed earlier on July 16, 2010. A representative from
the State Board of Elections indicated that an Amended D-2 Semi-Annual Report could be
filed. On July 16, 2010 Bridget A. Mitchell filed an Amended D-2 Semi-Annual Report,
deleting the erroneous information detailing the alleged January 27, 2010 in-kind
contribution from the Chicago Federation of Labor, and accurately reflecting the

Committee’s Receipts.

CONCLUSION

Review of the exhibits attached to the Committee’s Appeal Affidavit clearly
demonstrate that the required Schedule A-1 was filed in a timely matter to accurately
reflect the January 16, 2010 loan made by Nancy L. Mitchell in the amount of $5,000.00.
The November 18, 2010 Amended D-2 Semi-Annual Report accurately reflects the
$5,000.00 loan made by Nancy L. Mitchell on January 16, 2010.

The Committee had no obligation to file a Schedule A-1 reflecting the Chicago
Federation of Labor’s erroneous report of a January 27, 2010 in-kind contribution. The
Committee’s only notice of the alleged in-kind contribution was Chicago Federation of
Labor’s July correspondence. The Committee had no notice of the Chicago Federation of
Labor’s alleged January 27, 2010 in-kind contribution during the time period when the

Committee was required to file Schedule A-1 Reports. On July 16, 2010 when the Chicago

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Federation of Labor notified the Committee that the in-kind notification of January 27,
2010 in-kind contribution in the amount of $1,443.99 had been sent in error; Bridget A.
Mitchell, the treasurer of the Committee, acted immediately contacting the State Board of
Elections and filing an Amended D-2 Semi-Annual Report deleting the erroneous receipt of
a January 27, 2010 in-kind contribution made by the Chicago Federation of Labor.

The Committee respectfully requests that the Illinois State Board of Elections make
a determination that the loan in the amount of $5,000.00 made by Nancy L. Mitchell on
January 16, 2010 was timely disclosed in a Schedule A-1 Report as required by the Illinois
Campaign Disclosure Act. The Committee further requests that the Illinois State Board of
Elections make a determination that the Committee had no obligation to file a Schedule A-
1 Report of the Chicago Federation of Labor’s erroneous report of a January 27, 2010 in-
kind contribution in the amount of $1,443.99. In addition, the Committee respectfully
requests that the Illinois State Board of Elections reverse its finding that the Committee
failed to file Schedule A-1 Reports as required by the Illinois Campaign Disclosure Act and

reverse its decision that the Committee be fined a total of $6,443 and make a finding of no

REPORT OF HEARING EXAMINER
Appeal of Civil Penalty Assessment for Delinquently Filing
A Schedule A-1 for the 2010 General Election

The Committee received a $900 contribution on 10/8/10, and listed it on a Schedule A-1 received
by the Board on 10/15/10, 2 days late. The total assessment is $900.

Jason Rowell, the Chairman of the Committee, filed a Waiver of Appearance and submitted on
the Appeal Affidavit the following:

On the Affidavit, Mr. Rowell states the A-1 was filed by the Committee’s bookkeeper, who was
using the IDIS electronic filing software for the first time. Mr. Rowell says she thought both the
Schedule A-1 and the Committee’s Pre-Election Report had been successfully sent to the Board, because
both reports showed filed on dates in the Committee’s software. He says when the Committee received a
reminder letter for the Pre-Election Report, it learned that neither the Pre-Election Report nor the A-1 had
actually been uploaded to the Board, so both filings were then promptly uploaded on 10/15/10.

Under the old version of the Board’s IDIS electronic filing software, the filer would add a “filed
on” date to its report, but that report was not actually sent to the Board until the Committee completed the
upload process. This could and did lead to situations like the one described by Mr. Rowell, where the
Committee may have believed the report had been filed when in fact it had not. (This type of problem
cannot happen under the new version of IDIS now in use.) Section 100.150(c)(5) of the Board’s Rules
and Regulations states, “If a committee is assessed a civil penalty for delinquently filing a report required
1o be filed electronically and, in the course of its appeal, raises the defense that computer related issues
(including, but not limited to, software, firewalls, system failures) prohibited the timely filing of an
electronic report, the Board may consider that defense when determining the final outcome of the
appeal.” In order to be consistent with prior Board decisions when an electronic filing issue is presented
as a defense and since this defense has not previously been offered by this Committee, I recommend the
appeal be granted. (As of 12/3 1710, this Committee reported a funds available balance of $26,440.29.)

Appeal of Civil Penalty Assessment for Delinquently Filing
The Pre-Election Report for the 2010 General Election

The Report was received by the Board on October 19, 2010, 1 day late, resulting in a civil penalty
assessment of $100.

Stacy Flanagan, the Chairman of the Committee, filed a Waiver of Appearance and submitted on
the Appeal Affidavit the following:

On the Affidavit, Ms. Flanagan states the Committee Treasurer attempted to file the report
electronically, but had some difficulty getting it to upload successfully. She decided to try again later in
the day, but when she did so it appeared the report had already been filed. When the Committee learned
the report had not actually been uploaded successfully, they tried again and were able to submit the report
to the Board.

Based on a phone conversation with Ms. Flanagan, it appears the confusion over whether the
report had been filed was a result of the Treasurer seeing a “filed on” date for the report in the IDIS
software. Under the old version of the Board's IDIS electronic filing software, the filer would add a
“filed on” date to its report, but that report was not actually sent to the Board until the Committee
completed the upload process. This could and did lead to situations like the one described here, where the
Committee may have believed the report had been filed when in fact it had not. (This type of problem
cannot happen under the new version of IDIS now in use.) Section 100.150(c)(5) of the Board’s Rules
and Regulations states, “If a committee is assessed a civil penalty for delinquently filing a report required
to be filed electronically and, in the course of its appeal, raises the defense that computer related issues
(including, but not limited 1o, software, firewalls, system failures) prohibited the timely filing of an
electronic report, the Board may consider that defense when determining the final outcome of the
appeal.” In order to be consistent with prior Board decisions when an electronic filing issue is presented
as a defense and since this defense has not previously been offered by this Committee, [ recommend the
appeal be granted. (As of 12/31/10, this Committee reported a funds available balance of $2,115.50.)

This committee received one contribution for $3,000 and one for $2,000 on 10/6/2010, but failed to list
them on a Schedule A-1, resulting in a civil penalty assessment of $5,000.

Louis Viverito, the treasurer of the committee, filled out the appeal affidavit and Carolyn Viverito, his
wife and the person who files the Committees reports, appeared at the appeal hearing on March 22, 2011.

Carolyn Viverito testified that she has filed the reports for Citizens for Viverito for the last 17 years and
she has never filed a report late prior to this Schedule A-1. She indicated that she had downloaded the
new electronic filing software, IDIS 2.0, and she had entered a few transactions in the new program
before she attempted to file her first report, a Schedule A-1, on 10/8/10. On that night she could not figure
out how to file the report and since she was trying to file the report after hours she could not reach anyone
from the State Board of Elections for assistance. The next moming Ms. Viverito contacted staff and with
their assistance filed a Schedule A-1 at 9:42 a.m.. Ms. Viverito feels really bad about the report being late
and stated that she has always been very careful in this regard. Furthermore, she indicated that this a great
program and much better than the old one but this is a new program and with the new program comes a
learning curve. She requests this to be considered when the Board determines the outcome of these fines.

Carolyn Viverito installed the IDIS 2.0 program and entered a few transactions prior to the date she
attempted to file a Schedule A-1. She was generally aware of how the program worked as for entering the
contributions but she did not understand the process for actually sending the report to the State Board of
Elections. She attempted to contact the State Board of Elections but since it was after hours she was
unable to reach anyone. The next morning she contacted and worked with staff to get the report filed. For
the forgoing reasons and since this is the first time the committee is using an electronic filing defense with
the new or old program and considering they started filing electronically in 2000, I recommend that the
appeal be granted. However, since the Committee is now aware of the steps required to file a report with
IDIS 2.0,, it is unlikely the Board would look favorably upon the use of this defense a second time. (As of
12/31/10, this committee reported a funds available balance of $23,999.95)

General Primary and failed to list it on a Schedule A-1, resulting in a civil penalty assessment of $750.

Joe Lauzen, the treasurer of the committee, had a telephonic appeal hearing on March 22, 2011.

Joe Lauzen indicated that Friends for Lauzen accurately and properly reported a contribution from the
llinois Chamber of Commerce on 12/8/09 for $750. Subsequently the Committee somehow inadvertently
changed the contribution in the electronic filing software, Campaign Manager (Aristotle), to 1/1/10. The
Committee then filed the June 2010 Semi-Annual Report not realizing the date had changed for the
Illinois Chamber of Commerce contribution.

Appeal of Civil Penalty Assessment
For Delinquently Filing the 2010 December Semi-Annual Report

The Report was received by the Board on January 26, 2011, 4 days late, resulting in a civil
penalty assessment of $100.

Theresa A. Cockrell, the Treasurer of the Committee, filed a Waiver of Appearance and
submitted on the Appeal Affidavit the following:

On the Affidavit, Ms. Cockrell states that she became the Treasurer of the Committee in late
December 2010, after the previous Treasurer was hospitalized with cancer. She says she did not get the
Committee’s financial records and bank statements until mid-January, at which time she realized several
prior Committee reports would have to be amended to complete the 7/1/10 — 12/31/10 report and have it
be correct. Ms. Cockrell says she then had difficulty learning the IDIS electronic filing system, and found
out only the day before the Report was due that she would need additional software to run the program on
her Macintosh computer. As a result, it took her extra time to complete and upload the Report.

Section 100.150(c)(5) of the Board’s Rules and Regulations states, “If @ committee is assessed a
civil penalty for delinquently filing a report required to be filed electronically and, in the course of its
appeal, raises the defense that computer related issues (including, but not limited to, software, firewalls,
system failures) prohibited the timely filing of an electronic report, the Board may consider that defense
when determining the final outcome of the appeal " In order to be consistent with prior Board decisions
when an electronic filing issue is presented as a defense and since this defense has not previously been
offered by this Committee, I recommend the appeal be granted. (As of 12/31/10, this Committee reported
a funds available balance of $3,388.55.) / '

Appeal of Civil Penalty Assessment
For Delinquently Filing a Schedule A-1 for the 2010 General Election

The Committee received a $15,623.90 in-kind contribution on 10/19/10 and listed it on a
Schedule A-1 received by the Board on 10/23/10, 2 days late. Additionally, the Committee had
previously been assessed a $3000 civil penalty (not appealed, paid) for failure to file 3 Schedule
A-1s for the 2010 General Primary Election. The total assessment is $15,623.90.

Roger Stricker, the Treasurer of the Committee, filed a Request for Hearing and
submitted an Appeal Affidavit.

On the Affidavit and during the hearing, held via telephone on 3/14/11, Mr. Stricker
stated the Committee received the in-kind contribution on 10/22/10, but erroneously entered the
date on the Schedule A-1 as the date listed on the in-kind contribution notification form,
10/19/10. He included a copy of an e-mail from the contributor, dated 10/22/10 informing the
Committee of the in-kind contribution and containing the notification form showing the 10/19
date of the contribution. Mr. Stricker adds that the Committee has amended its Semi-Annual
Report to show the correct contribution date.

Based on Mr. Stricker’s testimony and the documentation provided, it appears clear that
the Committee received notice of the in-kind contribution on 10/22/10 and inadvertently entered
the wrong date on the Schedule A-1. I recommend the appeal be granted. (As of 12/31/10, this
Committee reported a funds available balance of $57,802.54.)
