 Dominion Voting Systems. Inc., an Illinois election equipment vendor, has 
requested a two-year interim approval for a modification to their previously 
approved Integrated Voting System WinEDS 4.0/Democracy Suite 4.6 which 
received an Interim Approval from the Board in August of 2014.  The purpose of 
this modification is to allow a new card activator to be introduced, for activation of 
the voter cards used with their Direct Recording Electronic (DRE) tabulator, the 
Edge2plus (E2P).  This new card activator is connected to an electronic poll 
book, the Early Voting Poll Book Module version 2.1.6, developed by the Chicago 
Board of Elections (Chicago) for early voting.   After review of said request, 
testing of this modification was deemed necessary in order to make an 
appropriate recommendation to the Board. 
 

 This system is composed of the following components:

Prior testing of the poll book module and card activator was performed by 

Pro V&V, Inc., an Election Assistance Commission (EAC) accredited Voting 
Systems Test Laboratory (VSTL).  Pro V&V, Inc. found that the requested 
modification met the functional requirements. 
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Our testing began with the arrival of Dominion’s equipment, supplied by 
the Chicago Board of Elections, and Chicago’s laptops used for the Early Voting 
Poll Book Module, at the beginning of July.  A Dominion representative set up the 
equipment and we were able to start our testing on July 5th.   

  
For this test, since it utilizes the Chicago poll book to activate a voter card 

for a voter, Chicago provided us a list of over 6,500 voters from its March 2016 
Election covering each of its ballot styles.  From this list, we were able to 
construct our own test with our preconceived outcome. 

 
Normally, Chicago’s laptops connect to its main database for live searches 

of voters.  For this test, Chicago loaded a copy of its database’s pertinent 
information on each laptop.  This caused an issue at the beginning since the 
laptops supplied didn’t have enough memory to conduct the necessary searches.  
Chicago replaced the laptops with more robust units which corrected the issue. 

 
Staff also encountered one E2P screen outage.  The cause was 

determined to be a wire clip, installed for transportation, had not been removed 
prior to use, as required.  After removal of the wire and a reboot, the device 
functioned properly.  Staff also encountered one E2P flash drive malfunction 
which caused it to go into a “security function” which allowed no votes to be 
added.  Staff continued with a replacement flash drive. 

 
One security feature encountered by staff is the fact that any card 

activated by the poll book must be used by the voter the same day it is created.  
Another security item prevents a voter from having more than one card activated 
for them without an override by Chicago staff at their main office.  This second 
feature was tested and confirmed by SBE staff at the Chicago Board of Election’s 
office. 

 
 SBE staff were able to search for, designate a Primary ballot, verify the 

correct ballot style, activate an E2P voter card, and vote the correct ballot on an 
E2P tabulator for each of the sample voters.  Staff cast a total of 6,710 ballots 
consisting of 2,832 Democratic, 2,818 Republican, 988 Green, and 72 Non-
Partisan.  All votes were tabulated accurately and the reports were generated as 
requested. 

 
As the Director of the Voting and Registration Systems Division, it is my 

recommendation that the Board grant Dominion Voting Systems, Inc. a two-year 
Interim Approval for their WinEDS 4.0/Democracy Suite 4.6 integrated voting 
system, as described above.

Re:  Senate Bill 172 Update    
 
Date:  August 15, 2016  

 

 
 Senate Bill 172 mandates that all early voting sites be posted to SBE’s 
public website.  These are to be separated by election authority and are to include 
hours of operation for each site.  For the March primary election, we collected this 
information via email from each of the jurisdictions before posting to our public 
website.  In some cases, we provided a link to the website of a local jurisdiction 
where the information was posted.  This was a rather cumbersome and labor 
intensive method of gathering and displaying this data. 
 

We have created a more efficient mechanism for each election authority to 
provide us with this information.  Using their access to the IVRS website, they will 
provide not only early voting site data but locations for Election Day Grace Period 
registration.  As an added benefit, this information will be provided to everyone 
who chooses to use our online ‘Am I Registered’ feature. 
 
 With the passage of the Stop Gap Budget, we were able to provide ERIC 
with the required dues payment and membership fee; however, we were not 
appropriated sufficient funds to cover the cost of the required mailing.   ERIC 
membership mandates that all ‘eligible but unregistered’ (ERU) residents be 
notified of how to register to vote as well as how to change one’s existing 
registration.  In Illinois, the number of ERU individuals totals 3.77 million. 
 

The Illinois Secretary of State (SOS) is required to notify every household 
in the state of the Constitutional Amendment appearing on the ballot in the 
upcoming November election.  During a phone conversation with House and 
Senate staff, the idea of combining the ERIC mailing with the SOS mailing was 
discussed.  This option will allow the utilization of the PEW grant to offset the cost.   
Additionally, many more individuals will be notified than would have been with the 
original plan.  We have provided the language for the mailing to the SOS which 
includes a web address (specific to this purpose) for our online voter application 
site.  This will provide us the ability to track all individuals registering to vote as a 
result of this mailing (a statistic required by the PEW foundation).

Re: SERS Election, SBE assistance   
 
Date:  August 10, 2016   
 
 
This past May, the State Board of Elections’ staff provided assistance to the State 
Employees Retirement System [SERS] by tallying the votes for its recent Trustee election.  
This is a service that has been provided by the SBE [the Agency] for many years on a 
strictly voluntary basis, as there is no statutory mandate that the Agency be involved in 
any way with the SERS election.  The election itself did not result in any problems for the 
Agency, however a couple of questions have been raised by Member Cadigan with 
regards to the cost to the Agency and whether future assistance to SERS may expose 
the Agency to liability should controversy arise at a future election.  
 
In terms of cost, the Trustee election did not involve any monetary expenditures. The 
Division of Election Operations did however expend approximately 85 hours of staff time 
in the sorting and tallying of the 14,523 ballots received.  Though it involved a significant 
amount of time, staff was able to accomplish the vote counting in such a way that it did 
not compromise other Agency responsibilities.   
 
Member Cadigan then raised the question of whether taking on the responsibility of 
counting the votes in a contested election may expose the Agency to future liability or 
other types of problems, (particularly where such responsibility is voluntarily accepted), if 
for instance a future election were to be contested, an allegation of vote counting 
irregularities is made, or if questions are raised as to the manner in which the Agency 
staff conducts the vote counting and/or proclaiming the results thereof. 
 
I have placed this on the Agenda to provide the full Board an opportunity to discuss this 
issue and decide whether future Agency assistance will be offered to SERS.
