The meeting convened at 10:30 a.m. via videoconference with seven Members present
in Chicago. Member Watson held Member McGuffage’s proxy until his arrival at 10:35 a.m.

The Chairman opened the meeting by leading everyone in the pledge of allegiance.

Vice Chairman Scholz moved to approve the minutes from the September 16 meeting as
presented.

He noted that each of the committees offered at least 50% of the total assessment of the civil
penalties and recommended the proposed offers be accepted. Vice Chairman Scholz moved to
accept the settlement offers from the above noted committees.

He concurred with the hearing officer recommendation that the complaints be upheld and issue
a Board order requiring the delinquent report(s) be filed within 30 days of the order or face a fine
up to $5,000. No one was present on behalf of the respondent committees. As to item #48, the
General Counsel noted that a $5,000 penailty for failure to comply with a board order remains
due and owing and recommended it be included in the order.

Member Watson seconded
the motion which passed by roll call vote of 8-0.

Schneider moved to find the complaint was filed on justifiable grounds; however, no further
action was ordered other than referral to staff for imposition of civil penalties. Member Watson
seconded the motion which passed by roll call vote of 8-0.

Agenda items 2.a. 63 & 65, SBE v. First Ward Organization, 13CD024 and SBE v.
Robert T. Miller, 13CD026 were pulled from the Agenda.

The General Counsel presented a complaint following public hearing for Agenda item
2.a.67, SBE v. Friends of Kenny Johnson, 13CD034 and concurred with the hearing officer
recommendation that no further action be taken other than referral to staff for imposition of civil
penalties. No one was present on behalf of the respondent committee. Member Byers moved
to accept the recommendation of the General Counsel. Member Coffrin seconded the motion
which passed by roll call vote of 8-0.

The Executive Director began his report on preparations for the March 18, 2014 General
Primary Election and asked the General Counsel to present the proposed policy for acceptance
of candidate nominating petitions for Governor and Lieutenant Governor. Mr. Sandvoss
explained that Section 7-10 was amended to require candidates for Governor and Lieutenant
Governor file a joint petition that includes one candidate for each of the two offices. If the
candidates do not file a joint petition, staff will accept petitions containing only the name of a
candidate for Governor and any such petitions will be subject to the objection process. Petitions
containing the name of a candidate for Lieutenant Governor only will not be accepted because
this office cannot stand alone in the primary and general elections. After discussion, Member
Gowen moved to approve the petition acceptance policy. Member Coffrin seconded the motion
which passed by roll call vote of 8-0.

Next was consideration of certification of Hart Inter-Civic de minimis hardware upgrade
for 6.2.1 voting system. Kyle Thomas reviewed his memo on page 232 of the board packet and
said the change is basically a port protector which joins the judges booth controller and e-Slate.
The adapter will help prevent damage to the external port connectors of each e-Slate voting
booth.  After reviewing documentation, including a review a report submitted by an EAC
accredited laboratory, staff concluded no additional testing was needed. He then recommended
two year interim approval for the de minimis change request and noted that the approval will
restart the approval period for the entire system. Member Schneider moved to accept the
recommendation of Mr. Thomas and grant two year interim approval. Member McGuffage
seconded the motion which passed by roll call vote of 8-0.

The General Counsel discussed the suppressed 2012 General Election vote totals from
the 2" Judicial Circuit and noted that a signed court order was received from the attorney of the
respondent. He explained that the matter occurred because of an election contest challenging a
winner of the primary election and a judge ordered the SBE to suppress those results pending
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the outcome of the lawsuit. The matter has been settled and the court has ordered the SBE to
certify those results and declare Eric Dirnbeck the winner of the November 6, 2012 General
Election for the Vantrease vacancy. Vice Chairman Scholz moved to certify the results and
declare Mr. Dirnbeck the winner as noted above. Member Byers seconded motion which
passed by roll call vote of 8-0. ~

Next was an update on the 2013 Consent Decree and Member Schneider moved to
authorize the General Counsel to enter into the supplemental consent decree as authorized in
executive session. Member Byers seconded the motion which passed by roll call vote of 8-0.

The Executive Director began the legislative update noting that Cris Cray was currently
in committee where the legislation was being heard to address the regional superintendents
district issues. The regional superintendents must consolidate down from 45 districts to 35
districts, and the Board of Education must sign off on the 35 districts after January 1, 2014. The
timeline for finalization of the districts jeopardizes regional superintendent candidates from
being able to file petitions and be placed on the primary election ballot. Ken Menzel discussed
the legislation explaining that it basically requires the Board of Education to decide on the lineup
of service regions by early November. If the legislation passes, the candidates will know in what
districts they would be filing petitions as well as the required amount of signatures. The
Executive Director also noted there was a' piece of legislation introduced that would abolish
salaries for members of various boards and commissions. He indicated that staff would monitor
the bill and keep the Board informed of any progress.

The Executive Director discussed the Paperless Online Voter Registration Application
(POVA) and indicated that numerous meetings were held with various interested parties. Kyle
Thomas reviewed his memo on page 234 of the board packet and noted that the technical
specifications documentation was completed and forwarded to all election authorities and
election management vendors. The documentation lists three options available for the election
authorities to receive the electronic registration application information and outlines changes to
election law that will require modifications to local election management systems. Testing of file
exchanges with the Secretary of State is complete and further testing will take place as work
continues on the system development. POVA is expected to be up and running by July 1, 2014
as required by statute.

Next was the IVRS update and Mr. Thomas reported that the number of duplicate
matches was below 2,700 statewide. This is due to the elections authorities completing their
voter purges. The number of census voters versus registered voters in certain jurisdictions
were all under the 100% benchmark, also a result of the voter purges.

The Executive Director presented the fiscal reports for informational purposes and noted
that FY14 expenditures are on target and are being closely monitored.

The two year plan of staff activity for the months of October and November was
presented for informational purposes.

The Executive Director indicated that the executive session minutes from the September
meeting did not get approved and the General Counsel said they could be approved in open
session. Member Coffrin moved to approve the executive session minutes from the September
16 meeting. Vice Chairman Scholz seconded the motion which passed by roll call vote of 8-0.
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Next on the Agenda was a follow up report on Dominion voting systems in use in
Chicago and Cook County and a report on “Election Security and the Vulnerability Assessment
of Security in relation to the State Board of Elections.” Sharon Meroni, Executive Director of
Defend the Vote was present and expressed her thoughts regarding security of electronic voting
machines and her desire to remove the Dominion voting systems from further use in lllinois.
She discussed the Argonne National Laboratory Vulnerability Assessment, the security of
election seals and the new provisional voting requirements.

With there being no further business before the Board Member Byers moved to adjourn
until 10:30 a.m. on Monday, November 18, 2013 in Springfield. Member McGuffage seconded
the motion which passed unanimously. The meeting adjourned at 2:30 p.m.

The Committee received a $7.297.59 contribution on 5/10/13 and reported it on a
Schedule A-1 received by the Board on 7/15/13, 39 days late, resulting in 2 civil penalty
assessment of $3,649.

Bryan G Selander, the Treasurer of the Committee, filed a Walver of Appearance and
submitted on the Appeal Affidavit the following:

On the Affidavit, Mr. Selander states the contribution in question was actually one half of
a loan received from the candidate and his wife from their joint account. He says contributions
from the two represented the only receipts for the Committee, and he did not realize the
requirement to file a Schedule A-1 applied. Mr. Selander notes that a one-time amnesty was
given to the Committee in regards to the delinquent filing of an A-1 for the loan from the
candidate himself, and he asks that the same grace be applied to both portions of the loan.

While it is true that the Board has allowed a one-time amnesty in tases where a
committee fails to file a Schedule A-1 to report a contribution from the candidaie to their own
committee, this is typically applied to contributions only from the candidate, not a spouse.
However, in this instance, since the two reported contributions were actually a single
contribution broken down between husband and wife for reporting purposes, it is Jogical to apply
the amnesty to both portions of the loan. I therefore recommend the appeal be granted (As of
9/30/13, this Committee reported a funds available balance of $2,485.86.)

On May 10, 2013 Citizens for Scott received a loan totaling $14,595.19. The treasurer for
Citizens for Scott allocated the loan between the candidate, Douglas Scott ($7,297.60)
and his wife Tammy Scott ($7,297.59), grantors. The purpose of the loan was to pay the
balance due Stillman Bank on a loan so the committee could position itself to file a final
report which it intends to do within 60 days. It has been the practice of the treasurer to
divide the receipt of monthly loan receipts equally between this husband and wife who
are joint tenants on the account.

With the exception of receiving monthly loans from the candidate and his wife and
paying the monthly payment to Stillman Bank there has been no activity for the
committee and the treasurer did not realize the requirement to file the Schedule A-1 until
the filing of the Quarterly report.

On August 20, 2013, Director Steward wrote to the committee about Douglas Scott’s
share of the loan indicating, “However, since the contribution(s) in this instance were
from the candidate to their own committee, and since the committee has not previously
been cited for this type of violation, no civil penalty will be assessed for this violation at
this time.”

Since the transaction at issue was a single transaction which was simply divided by the
committee’s treasurer between the candidate and his wife the committee requests that the
grace extended by the August 20 letter apply to both portions of the single loan.

She says she had numerous problems
installing and using the IDIS electronic filing software, which required multiple calls to Board
staff for assistance. Ms. Roberts says this is what led to the late filings of both the Quarterly
Report and the Schedule A-1. :

A review of Board records indicates the Committee did have electronic filing issues that
required staff intervention to correct. In order to be consistent with previous Board decisions
where an electronic filing defense is raised, and since this Committee had not previously used
such a defense, I recommend the appeal be granted for both the Quarterly and A-1 Reports. (As
of 6/30/13, this Committee had filed a Final Report and reported a funds available balance of

1 have enclosed Request for hearing paper sent to me. 1am the treasurer and the only person responsible for
any and all penalties alleged committed by the Drew Muffler for Mayor (24837). Any delinquent filing of
reports, with a possible exception of the 1st quarter report, due to any action of mine.

The first quarterly reports I misunderstood, thinking I had a choice of mailing or electronic filing it . The
letter received from the State Board of Elections was written on May 13,2013. Once I received the letter , I
called the telephone number (217) 782-4141, spoke to Kim. She helped with the downloading and set up of
your [DIS program.

After 1began entering information, I noticed, the entities did not all transfer to the expenditures or receipts.
So later that day I made my second call and was transferred to your IT department. 1 stated to Eric this was
the second call, his response was “what’s your problem now”, he was rude. 1 explained and with my
permission he entered my computer with Dual Desk, 44 minutes later, changing settings and going in and
out of my C drive. IDIS seemed to be fixed. It wasn’t.

1 asked about the penalties, was told not to worry, I don’t remember who told me that.

Repeatedly 1 had to reenter entities and their transactions, It seemed if 1 closed the program the reentered
information it worked until it didn’t . I did this though out until it appeared to be complete. To further
complicate my duties , IDIS did not backup, generate reports and could not send error messages to the IT
team.

On April 15,2013 I electronically filed my D-2.

On May 9,2013 I entered PPG’s contribution of $4000. It took several attempts before it showed on IDIS.
An Al did not generate nor any report due. To be on the safe side, knowing I had 5 days to report PPG’s
donation, on May 10 it was faxed. On May 13 another failure to report letier was generated and mailed to
me.

On June 6,2013 after all the error messages one reached the IT department. I wrote the IT department all
the problems I was having with IDIS. 1received confirmation. 1 received no help.

On July 1, 2013 IDIS messaged “ A-1 Report Due”, however I was not able to view the report. I had no
idea what it was for. Working in the dark, on the A-1 I wrote, “I believe this if for PPG.” This is when the
program generated the report for the first time.

1 continued working on my Final Report after completion, I attempted to file again and again IDIS would
not file. It showed a $74.55 asset, which was wrong. That error balance disallowed me to finalize.
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Disgusted I manually reenter everything on the D-2 form wrote a letter explaining the difficulties I was
experiencing and faxed everything on July 12, 2013. The letter was ignored, no one called to offer help. I
received my last penalty letter.

On July 16, 2013 1 spoke to Jason Meyer, I was advised to ignore penalty letters, assessing technical
problems. Secondly, his system showed I was thousands of dollars in debt and for the second time 1
explained to him all the problems I was having with the IDIS program (was unable to backup my work,
repeatedly having to reenter entities, inability to view reports etc...). He advised me to reenter, go to the
State Board of Elections website to view my reports, which I did but the report showed only final balance.
It was useless as far as finding missing information causing the debt. Lastly he removed my status from
final to active.

On July 23, 1 call Jason back, once again he advised me to reenter my information. I exenterated I could
not reenter transaction I could not see. He transfered me to the IT team. At 2:03p.m. I spoke to Adam.
After explain once again my problems with IDIS, using Dual Desktop, he took control of my computer, he
did not

possess the knowledge to be of any assistance to me. He turned me over to Kalpna. After questioning
Kalpna, she advised I should not have to reenter the 1st quarter D-2. At 2:36 all the work Kalpna had done
to this point, somehow got lost. She had to start all over.

She installed Crystal Report onto my C drive. 1t did not install in April, explaining it was this program
which created the ability to see what I was sending out. She than walked me through backup on my C
drive, for whatever reason backing up on D: would not work. Kalpna addressed all my issues. At3:051
thanked her, our conversation was over.

The first report 1 printed showed the funds available were$37978.46, 1 began the tedious task of auditing
my figures against your figures. Entities were deleted on the 1st. Quarterly, creating amendments. I do not
know how many I created. On all those amendment reason for “tech problems”. One amendment only, was
due because 1 entered the wrong amount.

The vast majority were deleted entities were on the 1st. Quarterly Report. 1had to reference back and forth
checks, D2s, new reports generated after every amendment and Quicken reports. Hours were put into this,
which could have all been unnecessary in April. Had messages, telephone calls and letters not been ignored
my frustration would never reached the level it did.

1 did my duty as treasurer. There were no willful or wanton violations. I did not negligent in my duties for
my committee or the Illinois State Board of Elections.

The Report was received by the Board on July 16, 2013, 1 day late, resulting in a civil penalty assessment
of $50. In addition, this Committee had previously been assessed a $25 civil penalty (not appealed,
stayed) for delinquently filing the March 2013 Quarterly Report. The total assessment is $75.

Lisa Jackson, the Candidate, called the hearing officer a week prior to the scheduled hearing and
requested that the hearing officer write the Hearing Officer Report based on the information provided on
the appeal affidavit and if the hearing officer had any questions to call her.

On the appeal affidavit Lisa Jackson wrote that she mailed the June 2013 Quarterly Report to the State
Board of Elections in the envelope provided by the State Board of Elections on July 8, 2013, more than
72 hours prior to the filing deadline. She believes she cannot be held accountable for the post office not
placing a legible post mark on the envelope.

Section 100.125 (b) of Board Rules and Regulations reads: “If the envelope containing either of the Reports
named in subsection (a) of this Section is not received by the Board, the envelope is received but does not have a
postmark printed by the United States Postal Service, or if the postmark is illegible, the report will either be deemed
to have not been received or deemed to have been received on the date the envelope officially arrives

in the office of the State Board of Elections. However, if the political committee is assessed a civil penalty for failing
to file or delinquently filing either of the reports and, as part of the committee's appeal of the civil penalty
assessment, it is alleged by the treasurer, chairman or candidate on a signed and notarized affidayit verifying that
the report was mailed more than 72 hours prior to the filing deadline, and this is the first time the committee has
made this claim as part of its appeal, the presumptive date of receipt will be rebutted by the testimony contained in
the affidavit and the report will be deemed to have been timely received. Since Ms. Jackson stated on the
notarized Appeal Affidavit that she mailed the June 2013 Quarterly Report on July 8" more than 72
hours prior to the filing deadline, and since this is the first time the committee has made this claim, I
recommend that the appeal be granted. If this recommendation is accepted by the Board, the previously
stayed fine of $25 will remain stayed.

This committee received one $1,000 contribution, one $1,500 contribution, and one $2,0Q§) contribution
on 6/24/13 and filed them on a Schedule A-1 on 7/15/13, resulting in a civil penalty assessment of $2,250.

The Respondent was represented by attorney Michael Kasper at the October 30™ appeal hearing.

Mr. Kasper stated that Committee deposited the three contributions on 6/24/13 howgver when they
forwarded the information to the person who files their reports she failed to proxiiptl report the
contributions. The Committee pays Barb Mason for her professional services in ﬁlmg the campaign
disclosure reports electronically.

I recommend the appeal be denied for lack of an adequate defense. A person failing to pzomptly report a
contribution to the State Board of Elections is an internal matter whether that person is paid to file the
Committee’s reports or not. In addition, since there is no indication that the Schedule A- I violations were
anything other than inadvertent and unintentional, I also recommend that the penalty be reduced to 10%
of the original assessment as a first violation, or $225. If the Board accepts this recommgndation, a total
of $225 would be due and owing. (As of 9/30/13, this Committee reported a funds ava;t able balance of
$120,122.68.)

Appeal of Civil Penalty Assessment for Delinquent Filing of a Schedule A-1 Report

The Committee received a $1,000 contribution on 10/31/12 and failed to report it on a
Schedule A-1, resulting in a civil penalty assessment of $500. Additionally, the Committee had
previously been assessed a $50 civil penalty (not appealed, paid) for delanu@nt filing of a
Schedule A-1 in the 4™ quarter of 2011, and a $50 civil penalty (not appealed paid) for
delinquent filing of the June 2011 Quarterly Report. The total assessment is $500,

Ariel E Reboyras, the Chairman of the Committee, filed a Waiver of Appearance and
submitted on the Appeal Affidavit the following:

On the Affidavit, Mr. Reboyras states the $1,000 contribution was filed as an A-1
schedule as required. He makes reference to a line on the Committee’s assessment letter, which
states, “This contribution was reported on the December Quarterly Report but slzould also hgve
been reported on a Schedule A-1 Report of Campaign Contributions of $1000 or more.’

Although the Committee did report the contribution, it was only included pn Schedule A
of the Committee’s Quarterly Report and not reported within the 5 business days gequired by the
Act. I recommend the appeal be denied for lack of an adequate defense. Howeyer, since there
is no indication the violation was anything other than inadvertent and unintentipnal, and since
this is the second A-1 violation for this Committee, I recommend the penalty be mduced to 50%
of the original asses
